Education programs on cultural heritage for children,
youngsters, and teachers have increased in the past years in
Turkey such as books, documentaries, museum education,
workshops, and education programs for teachers. These
educations, specifically lead to awareness of the protection
of cultural heritage and sustainable protection, furthermore,
it is inevitable that this type of education is included also in
preschool education. This type of education, which is taught
abroad with developed techniques and skills in and outside
schools is newly developing in Turkey.

Starting from 2013 Kog University VEKAM has been organising
The Cultural Heritage Studies for Children workshop series
with thematic and detailed topics to contribute and to support
sustainable cultural heritage education in Turkey. The purpose
of the workshop series is to provide new perspectives to the
ones who have been actively participating in this field by
presenting practices both in Turkey and abroad. In this regard,
we believe that workshops will have a very significant role in
the institutionalization of cultural heritage education in Turkey
on a sustainable, international, and academic platform.

While the first workshop, which was held on November 14t -
15%, 2019 covered cultural heritage studies for children from a
multidisciplinary perspective, the second workshop which was
planned to be held on April 2-3, 2020 had been postponed

to 2021 due to Covid-19 restrictions. The second workshop
which intends to cover teacher-based practices in the field

of cultural heritage studies was held online on April 29 - 30,
2021. The third workshop of the series which focused on
Children’s Book, Comics and Photography was held in hibrit
format on 2-3 November 2022.

We're happy to organize the fourth workshop of the series
which will be held on November 16-17, 2023 in person at the
premises of Kog University VEKAM. The fourth workshop

of the series will focus on the theme Field, Museum and
Natural Heritage Educational Practices with the inspiring
contributions of distinguished lecturers from Germany,
Denmark, Japan and Turkey. In this regard we would like to
thank the Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany for
their support to this year's workshop.

Kyuhaku olarak da bilinen Kyushu Ulusal Muzesi, Japonya'nin
dorduncu ulusal muzesidir. 2005 yilinda agilan moze,
Japonya tarihini Japonya ile Asya arasindaki koltorel
etkilesim goz0yle sunmaya odaklaniyor. MUze, uzun siredir
siyaset, diplomasi ve kultur agisindan énemli bir rol oynayan
Dazaifu kentinde bulunmakta, bu nedenle mize bolgedeki
bircok kultirel miras alaninin arasinda énemli bir konuma
sahiptir.

Kyuhaku, “Siniftan Daha Cekici ve Ders Kitabindan Daha
Aydinlatici” sloganini temel alan cesitli egitim programlari
sunuyor.

More Engaging than the Classroom,
More llluminating than a Textbook:
Cultural Heritage Programs at
Kyushu National Museum

Kyushu National Museum, also known as Kyuhaku, is Japan’s
fourth national museum. It officially opened in 2005 and
focuses on presenting the history of Japan through the lens
of cultural exchange between Japan and Asia. The museum
is located in Dazaifu City, a place that has long been significant
for politics, diplomacy, and culture. The museum is thus well
placed amongst many other cultural heritage sites in the
region.

Kyuhaku provides variety of educational programs based

on the motto, “More Engaging than the Classroom, More
llluminating than a Textbook.” As an institution, we recognize
that the first step to passing on precious cultural heritage to
the future is to make people aware of its importance. To do
s0, the museum provides a variety of programs for children,
family, and schools.

The first is the “I'm an Archeologist” program, which allows
participants to experience part of an archaeologist’s job.

There are two kinds of activities in this program: the first is

to measure an excavated item using special tools, and the
another is to take a rubbing of the object. This program aims
to foster an interest in archaeology for children, and to help
them become familiar with archaeological objects and cultural
heritage objects both inside and outside of the museum.

The “Women's Archaeology Club” is a program for archaeology
enthusiasts that is open to women of all ages. It is a one-year
program, and activities are held once a month. In the latter
half of the year, members plan their own activities under

the supervision of our archaeology researchers. Examples of
past programs include ancient cooking and ancient accessory
making experiences. In addition to providing members with

a space to explore their interest in archaeology, it also helps
connect them with like-minded peers. Many of our members
have become friends as a result of this initiative, and continue
getting together to learn more about archaeology, sometime

even visiting heritage sites together, after graduating from the
club.

We also design learning kits for schools, known as “Kyupack.”
These kits are free to rent and can be delivered to locations
throughout Japan. There are 16 themes to choose from, and
each kit contains items such as real pottery from ancient eras,
replicas of imported and exported objects gained through
trade with China, and even replicas of farming tools used in
first-century Japan. By using these kits, students can deepen
their learning and gain incentive to visit museums so that they
can see the objects in the flesh.

These programs, though they are but a small selection of
what we have on offer at Kyuhaku, provide a model for which
educational programs can be used to nurture the public’'s
interest in history, and to inspire an appreciation for our
cultural heritage.

At the heart of it:

Education Spaces and
Programming for the Young at the
Berlin Humboldt Forum

The Humboldt Forum, a newly constructed cultural hub at
the historic centre of Berlin, is set in a semi-reconstructed
palace of the former Prussian monarchy and first opened

to the public in 2020. For more than 20 years prior to this,
the project has been a catalyst for controversial public
debates on German and European identity, social change and,
more recently, on decolonization and restitution of cultural
belongings from other continents.

The Humboldt Forum represents a pioneering partnership
between four experienced institutional partners from the
cultural and academic field - among them, mayor museums
on ethnological and historical heritage and a university.

The Stiftung Humboldt Forum, owner and operator of the
Humboldt Forum, carries out cultural events and artistic
performances, research projects and education, maintains

a permanent exhibition on the history of the site and
coordinates the interests of all actors in the Humboldt Forums.
The Academy, its department of education and research, is
dedicated to engage with diverse audiences through various
formats and fields of activity, many of them for children (from
kindergarden onwards), young people and schools.

At the heart of the Humboldt Forum, the Academy's
Werkraume (workshops] offer an inviting 1,000 m2 open
space for gathering and exchange, group activities and
organized workshops. As a department, we explore new ways
of arts education and programming: firstly, through the co-
curation of temporary exhibitions by curators of education;
secondly, by intertwining research and education; and thirdly,
we invite (young] audiences to participate in curatorial
processes.

To highlight this approach, the paper will discuss a choice of
the Academy’s recent or ongoing projects for young audiences
and their representation, notably Take a seat!, a special
exhibition for children aged 3-10; Humboldting!

Practice and Education in Transfer
of Intangible Cultural Heritage:
Museum of Intangible

Cultural Heritage in Ankara

Museums are institutions responsible for the preservation

of tangible cultural heritage elements as well as intangible
cultural entities as a whole. However, for many years, cultural
heritage elements that museums were meant to preserve
have been interpreted as concrete. Immediately following
the adoption by UNESCO (United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization] of the Convention
Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural
Heritage in 1972, attention was paid to the aspects that the
convention overlooked regarding the protection of intangible
cultural heritage as well as cultural and natural heritage
areas. In this context, museums, which are centers for the
protection of cultural heritage, have also been included

in the discussions. Work carried out by the International
Committee for Museology, the Shanghai Charter published
by ICOM (International Council of Museums) in 2002, the
Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural
Heritage adopted by UNESCO in 2003, and the museum
definitions announced by ICOM in 2007 and 2022 have
expanded the protection area of museums to also cover
intangible cultural heritage. The living nature of these heritage
elements and the approach to preserving them by keeping
them alive have guided museums in terms of conservation.
In this regard, museums have taken on a role as an out-
of-school education environment in conservation through
keeping alive, and they began to raise awareness in society
about conservation. In addition to museums associated with
intangible cultural heritage such as open-air museums or
eco-museums, those focusing on ethnography, city, and art
have also included intangible cultural heritage in their fields
of study. What is more, museums whose collections consist
of intangible cultural heritage elements or museums of non-
directly tangible cultural heritage are also being established.
One of these is the Museum of Intangible Cultural Heritage
in Ankara, which pursues its activities under the Ankara Haci

Following this, the museum’s
daily and seasonal activities, contextual presentations, live
performances, workshops, training programs, and application
examples will be evaluated. In closing, the museum’s efforts
to bring together different generations for preservation and
transmission, to increase the participation of society, and to
make the practices a part of daily life will be emphasized.

Nature Based Learning for

Children with Special Needs:

“Seeds of Hope & Special Explorers”
and “Preservation of Nature in
Beysehir” Projects

Anatolian lands have been influenced by migrations since pre-
historic times and have hosted various societies and civilizations.
As aresult, the intense tangible and intangible cultural heritage
in Turkey today varies greatly. However, this intense and diverse
cultural heritage is often not connected with the history and
identities of the human societies living in the regions where they
are located. When people cannot establish a connection with the
cultural heritage that does not belong to their own past in the
places where they live, they often do not care about its preser-

vation. (Maner, C., Teksoz, D., and Omacan, S., 2019).

The presentation will discuss the project “Seeds of Hope and
Special Explorers Project” within the scope of TUBITAK 4004
Nature Education and Science Schools program and built on the
natural richness of Eregli and its strong gardening culture as
well as “The Preservation of Nature in Beysehir” project of 2020
that was supported by GEF SGP. In both projects, which aim to
develop and share the disabled and non-disabled living culture
of the participants, work has been conducted together with
children with special needs and their peers in primary, second-
ary, and high school to protect nature and the environment and
to transfer the natural heritage to future generations. Nature
education activities for the protection of natural heritage will be
shared in the presentation.

Learning with Nature

in the Capital City of Turkiye:

Eymir Ornithology Research Center
and Eymir Nature Workshop

Eymir Lake is an important area for the ecosystem both for
the recreational activities such as hiking, picnicking, cycling,
sailing, nature observation and for the people of Ankara, and
for the ecosystem as it hosts a large number of species by
hosting different habitats at the same time. Three globally
endangered bird species and 30 plant species endemic to An-
kara are found in this area. With these features, the Lake has
always attracted the attention of scientists and institutions.

One of the scientific studies carried out in Lake Eymir is bird
migration research conducted by the Eymir Ornithology
Research Center. Bird migration studies are long-term sci-
entific studies conducted by experts with the participation

of volunteers. In addition to collecting data on birds and the
ecosystem, and writing scientific theses and articles, the aim
is for volunteers to gain experience in scientific study and

to gain nature awareness. In order for young people to have
this experience, our volunteers are mostly under graduate
students. At Eymir Ornithology Research Center, we share our
knowledge and experiences about the importance of Eymir, its
biodiversity and birds with our volunteer students and guests
of all ages in parallel with our scientific studies.

As volunteers at our reserach center, we have started to
organize forest workshops under the name of Eymir Nature
Workshop in order to convey this information and aware-
ness-raising work to children. With these workshops, we are
aiming for the children to establish a sustainable bond of love
with nature and Lake Eymir, an important ecosystem in their
city, by guiding them in a safe way without strict rules, using
materials in nature, not only transferring information but also
supporting their own discovery processes.

With these educational activities we carry out in research
center and workshop, we not only promote and protect biodi-
versity but also transfer scientific knowledge and the culture
of spending the right time in nature from generation to gen-
eration.

Active Learning by all Senses
An Educational Concept of the

World Heritage “The Wadden Sea”
with Qutstanding Universal Value

Besides exhibitions and various information materials, almost
all visitor centers in the World Natural Heritage “The Wadden
Sea” offer educational activities on the outstanding nature

and culture along the North Sea coast extending over 500
kilometers from the Netherlands across Germany to Denmark.
Visitor centers serve as gateways to the Wadden Sea World
Natural Heritage area. Tourists, groups and families as well as
professionals find a broad choice of activities ranging from ex-
citing excursions and interesting lectures to educational leave
and holiday camps. Many offers of information are especially
developed for children, arousing their interest in nature and
sciences. For classes and teachers the visitor centers provide a
broad choice of activities especially tailored to the demands of
schools, e.g. programs for class trips and school outings, mate-
rial for school projects and worksheets for lessons at home.

Founded by the Trilateral Wadden Sea Cooperation and na-
ture protection NGOs in 2003, the International Wadden Sea
School (IWSS) aims to raise awareness of the Wadden Sea as
ONE shared nature area among multipliers and users of Wad-
den Sea education. The IWSS, coordinated by WWF Germany
and the CWSS (Common Wadden Sea Secretariat], constitutes
the basis for World Heritage Site education and is in charge of
the implementation of the trilateral World Heritage Site edu-
cation program taking into account the aims for sustainable
development. These aims empower the children to reflect on
their own actions, taking into account their current and future
social, cultural, economic and environmental impacts, first
from a local and later, for older children, from a global per-
spective. Education in the Wadden Sea stands for ONE Wad-
den Sea and it is intended to provide an umbrella to promote
the Outstanding Universal Value (OUV] in an international and
interdisciplinary approach.

The UNESCO World Natural Heritage Visitor Center at Wil-
helmshaven is the biggest information center in respect to

Cultural Heritage and Educational
Workshops for Children through
AKMED Kaleici Museum Artifacts

AKMED started organizing learning workshops for children

in parallel with the 2019 exhibition The Charm of the Market:
Shopping in the Mediterranean World. The purpose of the
workshops organized in parallel with AKMED exhibitions and
work areas is to turn Suna and Inan Kirag Kaleici Museum
into a living museum, to increase its recognition, and to instill
children’s love of cultural heritage at an early age. In the
workshops, children become a part of active learning while
gaining experiences through the creative drama method.
Workshops contribute to the kinesthetic, mental, physical,
social, and emotional development of children by allowing
them to express themselves and their emotions with their
bodies while interacting with their groups. Workshops give
children the opportunity to focus on themselves, realize their
essence, and reveal the goodness within them, while also
increasing their self-confidence. The state of competition and
comparison that exists in life, at school, and in friendships
creates high levels of stress and tension in children. AKMED
aims to relieve children from stress and anxiety through yoga,
drama, and various games, and convey the cultural heritage
by entertaining them, with the workshops organized at Suna
Inan Kirag Kaleici Museum as an out-of-school learning place.

It is crucial that central and local governments pay special
attention to conservation-sustainment projects, support the
efforts of urban organizations and citizens in this regard, and
provide the children of the city with promotion, ownership,
awareness and conservation training regarding our cultural
assets and cultural heritage.

Ankara is home to many cultural assets of the Hittite, Galatian,
Phrygian, Roman, Byzantine, Seljuk, Ottoman, and Republican
periods. In this context, the training program “Ankara Herit-
age Cultural Ambassadors Program” was launched in 2022

in cooperation with Ankara Metropolitan Municipality, Cekl
Foundation's Ankara Representation, and Tohumluk Founda-
tion.Within the scope of the program, primary school students
in the 8 to 11 age group are introduced to the cultural and
archaeological values of Ankara including traditional Ankara
houses, Ankara Citadel and streets, Cukur Han, Cengel Han,
Pilavoglu Han, Aslanhane Mosque, the Roman Theater, the
Roman Road, the Temple of Augustus, the Column of Julian, Is
Bank Museum, the old SUmerbank Building, the First and the
Second Parliament Buildings, and Ankara Palas Hotel. Every
aspect of these are explained to the students during the visits.
Students are also provided information about ecological life
and the climate crisis.

The aim of the training program is for primary school students
in Ankara to learn the cultural values of their city thoroughly,
so they can spread and explain this information to their envi-
ronment as “Cultural Ambassadors.” Each child completing the
program will be given a Cultural Ambassador certificate.

The Play World of Yasayan Koy
(the Living Village)

In the present day, museums are redefining themselves. While
some of these definition attempts have long focused on the
financial identity of the museum, with the newest approach,

a significant part of them focuses on the inclusiveness,
accessibility, and adherence to ethical principles of museums,
emphasizing sustainability in terms of human relations,
ecology, and corporate existence. Well before August 24,

2022, when ICOM redefined museums, museums were
already redefining themselves on the basis of emerging

needs and the positions they took toward them. For example,
some museums that offer new experience-based existence
scenarios identify themselves as “third place” and “home away
from home.” Although this opens a possibility of the evaluation
of modern and urban existence, in particular, they began to
discuss the way urbanites exist in a third place outside of
home and work and get closer to each other, through the
“third place” conceptualized by American urban sociologist
Ray Oldenburg.

According to Oldenburg, the home and the workplace do not
offer satisfactory opportunities for human self-realization.
There is a need for one more of these spaces, in other words,
a third. This place can of course differ and diversify depending
on human nature and psychology. Museum curators are also
considered the third place in many respects today. At least
some museums consider themselves a third place. Third
places, generally defined through the needs of adults, are
also indispensable for the development of children. Parks,
forests, shopping malls, libraries, and museums are among
the third places for them after home and school. The fact that
third places are non-hierarchical, friendly, easily accessible,
and offer a habitat based on communication and diversity

of thought and culture makes it easier for museums to be
accepted as third places. If museum management policy aims
to embrace universal and human values, if it is dedicated

to sharing and multiplying knowledge and thought, and

moreover to realize these with a democratic perspective and if
it can establish relationships with adults and children equally,
it seems possible for museums to be the third place.

With this perspective, the Yasayan Koy (Living Village)

Anatolia Open Air Museum, in accordance with the idea of

the third place habitat, invites its visitors to play in a wide
spectrum, regardless of sociological differences such as age,
gender, education, economy, ethnicity, and culture. Within

the framework of education and communication policies,

the museum treats play as a phenomenon that stands at the
center of life. Play, which is considered frivolous, detached
from reality, specific to children, and always a “fringe
phenomenon,” is evaluated with the opposite approach at
Yasayan Kay. In line with the museum policies adopted at
Yasayan Koy, humans are players and play games due to the
nature of their existence. In the context of the aforementioned
concept of the third place and game philosophy, the paper will
examine the meaning of being a player in the play world of the
Yasayan Koy and the nature of games and toys.

Buradaki yerlesim Neolitik
Cag'in bolgedekiilk asamalarina, MO 6300'lere tarihlenir.
Yerlesme kisa mesafelerde yer degistirerek MO 5500’1
yillara kadar kesintisiz olarak devam etmistir.

Sistematik bir calismanin sonucu olarak elde edilen
arkeolojik veriler genellikle konunun uzmanlarinin
anlayabilecegi bir dilde sunulmaktadir. Bu nedenle “bilgi"nin
cogu kez toplumun her kesimi tarafindan anlagilabilecek
bir tercomeye ihtiyaci vardir.

Aktopraklik Archaeology School:
Cultural Heritage Project and
Education Workshops

Aktopraklik is located 25 km from Bursa city center, on one

of the terraces descending from Uludag to the west towards
Ulubat Lake. The first settlement here was established at

the end of the Neolithic Age, ca. 6300 BC, and continued
uninterruptedly until 5500 BC by slightly changing its location.

Archaeological data obtained as a result of a systematic

study is usually presented in a language that can be
understood by specialists. For this reason, “knowledge” often
needs a translation that can be understood by all parts of
society. Undoubtedly, this approach should ensure that the
information reaches a wider audience without being distorted
and should be considered as a means of raising awareness
about the past and cultural heritage. The Aktoprakli example
was designed as a community and education-oriented project,
shaped by the ideal of using a prehistoric mound as a practical
field in primary- secondary education and archaeology
education as well.

The talk will focus on Aktoprakli's archaeology school and
educational workshops, which were realized as a cultural
heritage project.

Children are taught about the
past in an active manner, using interactive learning methods,
by activating various senses, within the understanding of
contemporary museology. The results of many studies
conducted in this field indicate that children who activate their
senses during a museum visit can achieve permanent learning
by experiencing and structuring information themselves.

It is known that archaeological finds in particular provide
important imaginative contributions to the development of
children’s intellectual skills. It is not easy to explain archaeology
to children, let alone non-expert adults, and archaeological
knowledge needs to be transformed into a form that

children can understand. In order to present archaeological
knowledge in a form where children can be happy to learn,
without distorting its essence, it is necessary to support it with
visual and graphic expressions in addition to passive verbal
expression, and different methods should be developed in
which various objects, tools, and equipment are used within
the framework of the contemporary museum approach.

The presentation attempts to convey general information
about children’s books Journey to the Past: We Discover Qur
Museums in Kocaeli and Protect our Cultural Heritage and

We Discover Our Underwater Cultural Heritage prepared by
the Kocaeli Museum Directorate, educational activities “From
Work to Story: Magic Chest” specially catering to primary and
secondary schools, and children’s education workshops held in
our museums.

Educational Practices
at the Museum of Troy

The adventure of the Museum of Troy started with a
competition project organized by the Ministry of Culture and
Tourism of the Republic of Turkey in 2011, and the museum
has earned a special place in Turkish Museology in a short
time with its successful projects and awards such as Most
Successful Museum (2020}, European Museum of the Year
Special Recognition Award (2020), European Museum
Academy Award (2020-2021), Homer Science Culture and
Art Award (2021), Museum In Short Award (2021), which it
received since the day it opened.

The phrase “to play a role in the construction of the future
through the creation of learning opportunities” appearing in its
mission statement indicates that the Museum of Troy places
education at the center of its basic function. In the museum’s
2021-2025 Strategic Plan, the heading “Project 19" provides for
the establishment of the Museum of Troy Education Workshop
in 2022, “Project 24" envisions “Museum of Troy ‘Museum Kit'
Project,” while “Project 25" aims to establish the “Museum

of Troy Mobile Suitcase Museum Project: My Classmate
Homer.” In addition, in June 2023, in accordance with its

new organizational approach, the Museum announced the
establishment of the Education and Organization Department
as its first unit.

The paper aims to share the developments in educational
practices that took place in the 5-year period from the
opening of the Museum of Troy on October 10, 2018, to October
10, 2023.

Intangible Cultural Heritage Studies
for Children at Bursa Museum

The Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural
Heritage adopted by UNESCO in 2003 emphasizes the
importance of education and underlines that the protection
of cultural heritage is directly proportional to cultural
transmission. Museums in the 21st century have incorporated
into their definitions the concept and values of “Intangible
Cultural Heritage” and have begun to evaluate objects from a
human-centric perspective and enrich them with knowledge,
skills, and beliefs, in addition to their basic functions of
preservation, research, and exhibition. Museums, which have
over time become multifunctional dialogue spaces, now
develop activities that encourage sensory experiences and
serve identity, individual, and collective memory. These new
roles undertaken by museums in the new century have also
led to a change in the museum education environment.

Al this transformation has also been reflected in the
museums affiliated with the Bursa Metropolitan Municipality
Directorate of Museums, especially in recent years. It led

to the adoption of innovative educational approaches that
established strong bonds between the museum and the
participants, which were based on learning by doing and
experiencing. The presentation will share examples of
educational practices aimed at helping participants interpret
intangible cultural heritage in the context of time-continuity-
change and taking responsibility for the transfer of cultural
heritage to future generations, in the creative drama studies
carried out at Bursa Living Culture Museum, Bursa City
Museum, and Bursa Karagéz Museum.
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
